	Is this plastic surgeon certified by The American Board of Plastic Surgery? Why is this important?   A surgeon certified by the American Board of Plastic Surgery is one who has earned their degree from an accredited medical school, completed 3 years of general surgery, 2 years in a plastic surgery residency program, has practiced for at least 2 years and has passed rigorous oral and written exams.

	Does this plastic surgeon operate at only accredited facilities? Why is this important? It requires that the facility has passed strict guidelines for equipment, staff, hospital access, anesthesia administration and also requires that the doctors performing surgery at the facility have privileges to perform the same procedures at an accredited hospital.

	Is this plastic surgeon a member of the American Society of Plastic Surgeons? Why is this important? Each ASPS Member Surgeon: has at least five years of surgical training and a minimum of two years of plastic surgery training, is board-certified by The American Board of Plastic Surgery or The Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons of Canada, is trained and experienced in all plastic surgery procedures, including breast, body, face and reconstruction, is peer-reviewed for safety and ethical standards prior to attaining the honor of active membership and only operates in accredited facilities.

	Does this plastic surgeon have privileges to perform plastic surgery procedures? Why is this important? In many states office based surgery suites are not regulated.   Many surgeons with out the proper training, credentials, peer reviews, etc can not obtain privileges to operate or admit patients to a hospital and therefore can only operate in their office.   Make sure your surgeon has privileges to perform the procedure you are having in a hospital and can admit you if it is required.
